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“Is it a time for you yourselves to be living in your panelled houses, while this house remains a ruin?” Haggai 1:4

Make sure that you spend some time praying and try to spend most of your time reading and re-reading the passage. Then with the passage in mind consider the suggested questions with an open mind. The questions are written so that there is rarely “a single right answer” and we would encourage you to bring your thoughts to the studies to share with your group.

Author

Haggai (1:1) was a prophet who, along with Zechariah, encouraged the returned exiles to rebuild the temple (see Ezr 5:1–2; 6:14). Haggai means “festal,” which may indicate that the prophet was born during one of the three pilgrimage feasts (Unleavened Bread, Pentecost or Weeks, and Tabernacles; cf. Dt 16:16). Based on 2:3 Haggai may have witnessed the destruction of Solomon’s temple. If so, he must have been in his 70s during his ministry.
Background

In 538 b.c. the conqueror of Babylon, Cyrus king of Persia, issued a decree allowing the Jews to return to Jerusalem and rebuild the temple (see Ezr 1:2–4; 6:3–5). Led by Zerubbabel (see Ezr 1:8), about 50,000 Jews journeyed home and began work on the temple. About two years later (536) they completed the foundation amid great rejoicing (Ezr 3:8–11). Their success aroused the Samaritans and other neighbors who feared the political and religious implications of a rebuilt temple in a thriving Jewish state. They therefore opposed the project vigorously and managed to halt work until 520, after Darius the Great became king of Persia in 522 (Ezr 4:1–5,24).

Darius was interested in the religions of his empire, and Haggai and Zechariah began to preach in his second year, 520 b.c. (see 1:1; Zec 1:1). The Jews were more to blame for their inactivity than their opponents, and Haggai tried to arouse them from their lethargy. When the governor of Trans-Euphrates and other officials tried to interfere with the rebuilding efforts, Darius fully supported the Jews (Ezr 5:3–6; 6:6–12). In 516 the temple was finished and dedicated (Ezr 6:15–18).

Date

Haggai’s messages are among the most carefully and precisely dated in the entire OT. They were given during a four-month period in 520 b.c., the second year of King Darius. The first message was delivered on the first day of the sixth month (Aug. 29), the last on the 24th day of the ninth month (Dec. 18).
Themes and Theological Teaching

Apart from Obadiah, Haggai is the shortest book in the OT, but its teachings are none the less significant. Haggai clearly shows the consequences of disobedience (1:6,11; 2:16–17) and obedience (2:7–9,19). When the people give priority to God and his house, they are blessed rather than cursed (cf. Lk 12:31). Obedience brings the encouragement and strength of the Spirit of God (2:4–5).

In ch. 2 God gives great encouragement to those laboring under difficult conditions to rebuild his temple by assuring them that the future glory of the modest temple they are able to build will be greater than that of the temple Solomon had built in the time of Israel’s greatest wealth and power. The Jews in Judah may now be a much reduced community and under the hegemony of a powerful world empire, but the Lord will shake up the present world order and assert his claim to all the world’s wealth so that the glory of his future temple will be without rival. “The desired of all nations will come, and I will fill this house with glory” (see 2:6–7).
Literary Features

Like Malachi, Haggai uses a number of questions to highlight key issues (see 1:4,9; 2:3,19). He also makes effective use of repetition: “Give careful thought” occurs in 1:5,7; 2:15,18, and “I am with you” in 1:13; 2:4. “I will shake the heavens and the earth” is found in 2:6,21. The major sections of the book are marked off by the date on which the word of the Lord came “through” (or “to”) Haggai (1:1; 2:1,10,20).

Several times the prophet appears to reflect other passages of Scripture (compare 1:6 with Dt 28:38–39 and 2:17 with Dt 28:22). The threefold use of “Be strong” in 2:4 echoes the encouragement given in Jos 1:6–7,9,18. (For chiasm see Outline below.)

13Then Haggai, the LORD’s messenger, gave this message of the LORD to the people: “I am with you,” declares the LORD. 14So the LORD stirred up the spirit of Zerubbabel son of Shealtiel, governor of Judah, and the spirit of Joshua son of Jozadak, the high priest, and the spirit of the whole remnant of the people. Principles - (1) The work of the Lord should never be procrastinated (1:3), (2) Misplaced priorities hinder the work of God (1:4,9), (3) The goal of God’s work is His glory and pleasure. (1:8), (4) God sometimes uses natural disasters for spiritual discipline (1:6,10,11), (5 )Obedience and reverence are prerequisites for spiritual blessing (1:12-14) & (6) It is never too late to start obeying God (1:12-15)

1. Setting: What is context and background of Haggai’s message? What are the main themes in this passage? 

2. The Rebuke: What are the people doing wrong/what is Haggai convicting them of doing or not doing?

Why did the people say “The time has not yet come for the LORD’s house to be built” (v2)? Was it wrong for the people to be living in panelled houses (v3)? What were their priorities? What was the result of them pursuing their own desires (v6)? What does Jesus say about priorities in Matt 6:33? Why do people procrastinate in doing God’s will?

In what ways are we like the people in the passage? What things do we fall into the trap of putting our plans ahead of God and his work? 

3. A Reminder to Start Rebuilding: A repeated phrase from the LORD is “Give careful thought to your ways” (in v5 & 7 and in 2:15, 18) why is it repeated and why and how can we consider our ways? 

What should be the motivation for the people to rebuild the temple? What was the purpose of the temple? How does that relate to us today? Are we building God’s Kingdom here and now?

4. Discipline: In what sense does God appear to frustrate the efforts of the people in looking after their own interests? Does it take certain situations or circumstances for God to teach us things or to humble us? How has God disciplined us in the past?

5. The People’s Response: What is the people’s response to God’s word? How does worship and fellowship with God flow out of a right response to God’s word? How does a right response to God’s word lead to a position for the Holy Spirit to lead and have a greater impact in our lives?

Verse 14b says “They began work on the house of the LORD Almighty, their God”; what is our role in encouraging others to put God first? What is the importance of fellowship with God’s people (Heb 10:24-25)?

Digging Deeper – 1 Pet 2:5 says that God’s house is not a building, but us, His church. How might we as Christians be neglecting to build God’s house? What are some of the key obstacles to this?
Ideas for prayer groups – Think about and share what some of your misplaced priorities are. How can you change this and so that you are seeking God first above all else? Commit to praying for one another over the next week in regard to this.
Memory verse – Haggai 1:5-6 5Now this is what the LORD Almighty says: “Give careful thought to your ways. 6You have planted much, but harvested little. You eat, but never have enough. You drink, but never have your fill. You put on clothes, but are not warm. You earn wages, only to put them in a purse with holes in it.”

Principles - (1) Courage comes from knowing that God is present (2:1-4), (2) The remedy for a discouraged heart is to see the divine perspective (2:6-7) & (3) 9. Everything belongs to and is under the control of the Lord (2:7-8)
Aims - We see how, after they got their priorities straight and resumed the work of God, Haggai continued to preach to the people. It wasn't enough that they got back to work. He wanted to make sure that they were doing the work with the right motives. Motivation is everything.

Why is God asking them about the previous temple that Solomon built? (Read Ezra3:8-13 for Background) What discouraged them to the point where they stopped building the new temple? 

What motivated them to start building again? Were these motivations right ones? How can you ‘test’ whether a motivation is good or not? 

What different ways does Haggai use to encourage the people? Why does God tell them to be strong and why does he again say that he is with them? How can we take strength from this today?

If we are building God’s kingdom, why is it important to know that God is with us (see also connection with Matthew 28:19-20)? How can we best use our talents and abilities for Gods work and His glory?  

Where else in the Bible does it talk of shaking the heavens and the earth? (Resurrection / The 10 commandments) What is God trying to tell them through this?

Why will this house be more glorious? Jesus went to this temple, just as people were drawn to Solomon’s temple people will be drawn to us, the new temple! What challenges does that raise for us?

What does it mean when God says ‘I will grant peace’ (vs 9)? Would this be a comforting and encouraging message to Israel? What does this mean for you personally?

Digging deeper - Read Romans 7-8. How does Paul draw on Gods power through the spirit in these verses?

Ideas for prayer groups - Discuss struggles we may have having the right motivation and heart behind our actions – Think of practical ways in which we can help one another keep God as our focus and motivator.

Memory Verse - Haggai 2:4 ‘Be strong, all you people of the land,’ declares the LORD, ‘and work. For I am with you,’ declares the LORD Almighty.’

(NIV) Blessings for a Defiled People

Principles - (1) Holiness is not transferable (2:11-12), (2) Sin contaminates everything one does (2:13-14), (3) Disobedience brings discipline, while obedience guarantees blessing (2:15-19), (4) God is sovereign over the nations and kingdoms of this world. (2:20-22) & (5) The promises of the Lord are guaranteed to be fulfilled (2:23)

What do you think is the point of the example used about the meat and defilement (v10-14)? How do you understand the statement that ‘so it is with this people and this nation in my sight’?

What is your experience of the contagiousness (or lack there of) of both holiness (consecration) and sin (defilement)? How does this most visual example point to their / our need of grace?
Why do you think of the repeated use of the phrase “give careful thought” (see v15,18a, 18b)? Why do you think it is so important that they look back to how things were before work on the temple began work? What situations, experiences and lessons are important for us to look back to in our own lives? 
Why do you think that God says “From this day on I will bless you” (v19)? How have you experienced God withdrawing his blessing, frustrating your work or withholding fruitfulness? 
What conclusions can we (or should we) draw between the starting of work on the temple (their means of relating to God) and the return of God’s blessing? Does obedience guarantee blessing?
What do you suppose that it means when God says He is going to ‘shake the heavens and the earth’ (v20), overturn royal thrones, shatter the power of foreign kingdoms and overthrow chariots (v21)? When do you think this has and/or will be fulfilled? How do you respond to God’s sovereignty?
Why is it that Zerubbabel (his servant) was to be made like His signet ring? What is the significance of the image of the ring? (nb: The signet ring, engraved with the King’s seal was used to endorse all official documents and to guard against theft, it was normally kept on the King’s person)
How do these rich promises about the Messiah (Zerubbabel represented the Davaidic line) encourage and inspire you as you walk with Jesus today? 

Digging deeper – Haggai continues to call people to zealous service, half hearted allegiance is no allegiance at all. He is waiting to bless but He cannot while His people are apathetic and self-centred. They only experience shortfall where as God wants to shower them with good things. Haggai’s remedy is applicable today, that of a church mobilised for action to which he would say ‘Take courage, work, fear not’. God’s future purposes will be achieved and will be more glorious just as Jesus was more glorious than the temple. Discuss
Ideas for prayer groups – Talk and share about how God has been speaking to you from the book of Haggai. Pray for one another ahead of the busyness for exams and the forthcoming summer holiday.
Memory Verse – Haggai 2:23 “‘On that day,’ declares the LORD Almighty, ‘I will take you, my servant Zerubbabel son of Shealtiel,’ declares the LORD, ‘and I will make you like my signet ring, for I have chosen you,’ declares the LORD Almighty.”
